FORMER PUPIL WILL BE REMEMBERED AT 
BALLYCOTTON SCHOOL

The memory of a Ballycotton man who attended the local nation-
al school over 70 years ago will live on with the recent presenta-
tion of two perpetual cups in his honour to the school, now named
Scoil Réalt na Mara.
Sean Murphy was born in the village in the year of 1932 and was
a pupil at the school from 1937 to 1945. He then attended second-
ary school in Midleton and later went to study in Cork before
qualifying as an architect and going to work in England.
When Sean passed away three years ago his wife Carole decided
to present two cups to the school in his memory. One cup will be
used for the best story and the other will go to the most improved
pupil at spelling, both on an annual basis. The inscription on the
cups reads: 'Presented to Scoil Réalt na Mara in memory of Sean
Murphy, 1932-2007, Rosemary, Ballycotton'.
"We are delighted to receive these magnificent cups," said school
principal, Mr Derry Keogh, who told the pupils of Sean's mother,
Madge Murphy, who ran a shop and B&B in the Ballycotton. "She
lived across from where Skinny's now is in a house which is still
called Rosemary and I remember when I came here to the school
first how many of the pupils would have little summer jobs there
and they always called her Auntie Madge, she was a lovely lady." 
Mr Keogh also added that during Sean's summer holidays back in
Ballycotton he would spend a lot of his time helping the late Fr
Bertie Troy, then Chairman of the Board of Management of the
School. "When we were doing up the school about 12 years ago
we found a piece of a big timber panelling which was used as a
partition in one of the rooms. On the night we were taking them
down, we discovered a message written in pencil in both Irish and
English by Fr Troy. It read as follows: 'The two glass partitions
were boarded up to try and eliminate the noise between the class-
rooms. The work was done during the end of the summer holidays
and during the months of September and October of 1980. A lot of
the time I was on my own, but sometimes Derry Keogh and Sean
Dineen helped me. Johnny Coffey is painting at present as well
and Kitty O'Shea has the care of the school. Sean Murphy helped
while on his holidays from London as did Pat Motyer during his
holidays. I wonder when this piece of writing will see the light of
day. Signed, Fr Bertie Troy, C.C., Ballycotton, since October
1976.' Then, on the bottom, he had a riddle which went as follows:
84.25 - the lowest yet, guess what." *
Carole Murphy said it was a great pleasure and a great honour to
present the two cups, especially on the centenary of the school. "I
was thinking of a cup and as Sean was a great story-teller I
thought it would be nice to have one for a story and also one for
spelling. One summer I was helping some children here with their
spelling and it brought home to me how vital that was. The cup
goes to the most improved at spelling, and that's the most impor-
tant bit." 
A native of Belgium, Carole lives in South London but is a regu-
lar visitor to Ballycotton. "I still have a lot of connections here, I
know Ballycotton better now than I know my own home town and
I spend a lot of my time here," she said..
Frank Terry, Chairman of the Board of Management, thanked
Carole for her kind presentation. "It's nice for the school to be
remembered by the Murphy family and no doubt the cups will
grow their own stories in the years ahead. Sean Murphy didn't for-
get where he came from and that's appreciated as well."
This year sees the one hundred anniversary of the Ballycotton
school and a comprehensive publication to mark the occasion will
be launched at a special celebration planned for June 4th. The cen-
tenary flag was also recently unveiled and it will be flown for the
first time in public on the day of the Confirmation, next
Wednesday, April 14th.
* The answer to the riddle posed by Fr Troy - '84.25, the lowest
yet' was the exchange rate between the Irish punt and English
pound on that day in October, 1980.

NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS
On the weekend of 27th/28th March the Juvenile National Indoor
Track and Field Championships were held in Nenagh, Co. Tipperary
and Midleton AC had 3 very good reasons to celebrate as, following
on from their success in the Munster Indoor Championships in
February and March, 3 Midleton athletes returned home victorious.

Club mate Aideen has also had a fantastic couple of years, last year
alone netting 4 County medals in shot putt, discus, hammer and relay,
2 Munster medals, gold in shot putt and silver in discus, reaching her
peak in the outdoor All Ireland Championships in Tullamore with sil-
ver success.  Already this year, in the same week, she took gold in
both the Munster Indoor Championships and the Munster Schools
Championships, which led to her fantastic performance in the All
Irelands.  In the finals Aideen acquitted herself very well against 13
very competitive girls from the 4 provinces, winning a bronze medal
for herself and Midleton AC, narrowly missing out on the silver.  
All 3 athletes really appreciate the help they have received from their
club and coaches (particularly Finbarr Mc Carthy), and are looking
forward to the upcoming outdoor track and field season.  In the inter-
im they certainly won't be idle as all have other interests such as hurl-
ing, Gaelic football, soccer and art, and between training and compe-
tition they have a very full itinerary which should hopefully keep
them fully fit and focussed for the future.
